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By affidavit dated 2™ March, 2009, the Union of India has
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highlighted several factors which create serious dent égéiﬁ,

malnutrition. It is stated that same can be made to achiew
a significant reduction in the rate of malnutrition. Th
said affidavit clarifies that these interventions includ
universalizatidn of Iﬁbs (by sanctioning 13.80 1lak
Anganwadi/ Mini Anganwadi Centres and 20,000 Anganwadis-on
Demand making & total of 14 lakh Anganwadis/Mini Anganwad
Centres as mandated by this Cnurt} and, most importantly,
reduction in tke ﬁ;p betQQEn Recommended Diet;ry Allowanct
(hereinafter refefted to ;s "RDA") and Actual Diaéary Intake
(hereinafter referred to as "ADI"). On a careful
ccnsiderafinn of the matter, the Central Government has
revised both the ﬁutfitional and feeding norms as well as

thee financial norms of supplementary nutrition under the

ICDS Scheme.

4. It is noted that fhe nutritional norms have remain
unchanged. since incaptian of the Scheme (in 1975) until a recent
comprehensive review by a Task Force constituted by the Central
Government. On fﬁé basis of the recommendations of this Task
Force, the calorific #nd feeding norms for 3upplementﬁry
nutrition in ICDS Scheme in fespect of children of all
categories below ﬁ years of -age ard pregnant women and nursing
mothers have heeﬁ:reﬁiaed. The Table below shows the old and

revised norms:

5. The Revised Nutritional and Feeding Norms for SNP in ICDS
Scheme circulated vide letter nu.5~9!2ﬂﬂ5;NDfTech {(Vol. 1II)
dated 24.02.2009 states that children .in the age group of 6
months to 3 years must be entitled to food supplement of 500
calorie of energy and 12-%? gmn of protein per child per day in
the form of tgke home ration (THR). For the age group of 3-6
yehra, food supplement of 500 calories of energy and 12-15 gm of
protein per child must be made available at the Anganwadi
Centres in the form of a hot cooked meal and a morning snack.
For severely underweight children in the age group of 6 months
to 6 yéazs, an adﬂifianal BUﬂ:Ealnries of energy and 8-10 gm of
protein would be given -as THR. For pregnant and lactating

mothers, a food supplement of 600 calories of energy and 18-20
