4. The grant-in-aid is subject to the condition that when the' Scheme is
closed or abandoned, the proceeds from the disposal of assets built out of
the whole or a portion of the grant sanctioned w"11be shared between the
Central and State Governments in proportion with their respective shares in
the capital cost to assets.

4. The State Goveminent, may furnish, every quarter, progress of expenditure of the
Grants released to them, along with the progress report on the implementation of the
Centrally sponsored Scheme of Swayamsidha.

5. On receipt of the sanction letter, the Principal AccOt,mtsOffice may issue an
advice to the Reserve Bank of India, (Central Accounts Secti"on), Nagpur for affording
credit to the balance of the State Government. The Principal Accounts Office may
forward a copy ofthe advice to Accountant General and Finance Department of the State
Government.
