4. The States/UTs shall maintain separate accounts and furnish information on
actual expenditure incurred on supplementary nutrition every quart~r. The information
on expenditureon supplementarynutritionfrom 1st April to 30thJurie must be furnished
by 15thJuly and for the period from 1st July to 30thSeptember by 15thOctober and from
the period from 1stOctober to 31stDecember by 15thJanuary and from 1stJanuary to 31st
March by 15th April to enable the Ministry to work out the entitlement of Central
assistance of each State Government/UT Administration.
